The Town of Southampton Assessor’s Office has published its 2022-2023 Final
Assessment Roll and has provided the final assessed valuation for the Westhampton

Beach UFSD.

For budget purposes, an estimated total assessed valuation of $5,362,778,126 was used.
The actual amount is $5,432,930,774.

In order to set the tax rate for the 2022-2023 school year, I am requesting the Board of
Education set the total amount of tax dollars to be raised at $32,849,387 which reflects
the amount approved by voters on May 17, 2022.

Using the updated assessment roll, a tax rate of $6.05 per one thousand of assessed
valuation has been calculated.
